A. CSTV

1. We have completed an agreement with CSTV to cover the 2006 NDT.  

2. CSTV was quite gracious in acquiescing to nearly every request we made for amending the contract from last year.  It is my belief that every concern raised by the committee was addressed.  This does not say that the solutions are perfect, but that the relationship with CSTV continues to evolve in a productive fashion. Additionally, a revenue sharing agreement was reached with CSTV.
