Insert Article VII:

Article VII: Tournament Schedule Committee

A. Committee Membership.  

Five members from subscriber schools, including a Committee Chair, will be appointed by the Chair of the National Committee.  The National Committee Chair shall consider qualifications, experience with tournament hosting, or other factors when considering appointees.

B. Powers and Duties.  The committee is advisory and makes recommendations to the National Committee.  They are charged with the following activities:

1) Study and data collection.  The Schedule Committee shall collect data and review travel and school participation patterns, collect community input on issues that pertain to the seasonal travel schedule, explore connections between the activities of the National Debate Tournament and seasonal travel patterns, and address any other issue that pertains to seasonal travel.  

2) Written Reports.  Based on their study efforts, the Tournament Schedule Committee should (a)  seek to codify the relationship between travel patterns and organizational goals as articulated in Article I in documents presented to the National Committee for ratification, and (b) draft and suggest policy actions to the National Committee.

3) Tournament Schedule Forum.  Members of subscribing schools wishing to address issues that pertain to seasonal travel may address those concerns to the Tournament Schedule Committee.  Toward that end, the Tournament Schedule Committee should seek input from members of subscriber schools through appropriate means, which might include meetings and/or electronic media.
