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Appeal # 1 – District entry v. Second round entry
A school requested that they be allowed to submit a different team for a second round in the event their original entry for at the district tournament did not qualify. Their intent was to send teams AB and CD to districts, but if they did not qualify, they wanted to submit BC as their second round candidate.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Disposition: The committee unanimously denied the appeal on the grounds that Rule II.C.2.c.1 stipulates “any teams not selected for participation in the NDT through the First Round At-Large or district processes may apply for a Second Round At-Large bid”. It was the opinion of the committee that a broad interpretation of this to allow a different combination of prior teams would open the door to gaming the process by teams seeking to split their team at districts in the hopes of getting two bids, with the fallback of submitting the stronger team in the second round process.

Appeal #2 – Enrollment during the NDT
A student on enrolled in the quarter system will conclude undergraduate classes the week the NDT starts. Because of the dates of the NDT in relation to the school’s quarter system, the student will no longer be enrolled at the conclusion of the NDT because the student is eligible for graduation. The DOD requested we consider the student eligible so that the student did not have to spend another semester’s worth of tuition in order to be eligible.

Disposition: The committee unanimously voted to allow the student to be considered eligible because he will be enrolled and attending classes through March 30, 2015, keeping the student in line with the intent of the rule.
