Future NDT Recommendations for Committee Approval

BOT Recommendation for 2019 NDT: 
University of Minnesota
Hotel – The Commons Hotel.  It is on campus.  It is a five minute walk to the student union where announcements will be made and food will be served.  Depending on which buildings we use, it is between a three minute walk and a ten minute walk.  
The dates are Thursday, March 21, 2019 through Monday, March 2, 2019.  These dates fall during spring break for Minnesota, so we will be able to get all of the rooms in buildings close to the Union.  We are looking at two configurations of buildings.  One configuration uses the Union and two other buildings, the other the Union and three other buildings.  There are no classrooms on this side of the campus that have enough rooms to hold the rounds in one building.  The 3 building configuration has two buildings that are between the hotel and the union. 
Hotel rates are $140.00 for up to four people per room.  The NDT will pay one time charge of $500.00 to set up Internet in the function space for tournament participants to use.  Parking is pretty expensive at both the hotel and on campus.  The hotel does not have it’s own parking facility.  It is our recommendation that people not rent cars for this tournament.  The public transportation train runs from the airport to the hotel.  There are a lot of restaurants in the area.  If you want to eat at a downtown restaurant, the train runs from the hotel to downtown. 
We can contract with outside vendors for the food.  Breakfast and lunch will be served in the student union.  There is a charge for use of the room in the student union because that space is controlled by the student government.  DCH is working on getting a reduced rate on that space.  We will have the opening reception at the hotel.  We can have the final banquet either at the hotel or on campus.  DCH and I are leaning toward having it at the hotel.  

BOT Recommendation for 2020 NDT: 
Weber State University
Omar was very gracious to step in with an emergency bid last year.  He has tremendous support from his University provost.  The provost is willing to cancel classes necessary for us to have the rooms on campus on Friday for whatever weekend we want.  In 2020 Easter is not in play since it is on April 2.  We can have the tournament either on March 26-30 or April 2 through 6.  We recommend April 2 through April 6 to leave more time for the rest of the national tournaments held in March.  
We would use the same Marriott hotel that we used in 2013.  I worked with Omar when he hosted before and thought he was one of the best hosts that I have worked with.  The campus and hotel facilities were very good.  Omar is here to answer any questions that you might have.  Weber will contribute between $10,000.00 and $22,000.00 to cover costs. 


Financial Matters/Budget

2018 NDT Final Budget

We did much better on collecting fees.  We had a few schools that paid very late.  If you are from a school where you need to get a check cut we ask that you try to get the paperwork for that done before the NDT.  We can cooperate to provide invoices, but schools should strive to pay their fees by the beginning of the tournament. 
We did not get the $2,500.00 AFA contribution that we had budgeted on last year due to the AFA’s loss of James Pratt as the executive secretary.  Gordon assures me that the AFA will pay us that contribution for last year and this year by check. 
The budget approved by the BOT earlier today is attached as a separate document.
