2020 Procedures and Dates

If you are using a process other than a standard tournament to allocate slots to the NDT, you should have those procedures outlined and turned into the Chair of the NDT Committee as soon as they are finalized.
Preliminary bid allocation will be released by February 13th. The deadline for the declaration to attend districts is February 11th. On the 12th, each district chair must confirm the teams entered for their district qualification process, whether or not those teams are eligible to qualify to the NDT and whether or not they count towards district bid allocation.
Please send me the list of teams via email by 9PM Central on February 12th. This list should include full team names and should have a notation for any teams that do not meet the bid allocation requirements of minimum round number or teams that are 3rd teams or beyond or otherwise not counting towards bid allocation. This list must include all teams that are considered to be “participating in the district process.”
 Each chair must confirm:
1.            Team is entered on tabroom or whatever mechanism your district is using to determine the declaration to attend districts by 11:59pm on the February 11th. 
2.            That each member of each team has met the academic verification process – whatever process that Adrienne choses to use for this.
3.            That each team entered is from an NDT Subscribing school
4.            That each team is either the first or second team from the school (inclusive of 1st rounds)
5.            That each team meets the minimum round requirements (Varsity rounds: 18/team or both individually; one member with 32)
The spreadsheet will be public, so feel free to share with your district. I will update it as entries come in. It automatically calculates the bid allocation for this year. Each district has a worksheet that shows the teams entered and if they count towards bid allocation. Anyone can change the variables on highlighted portion of the sheet “2020” to calculate how numbers would change under different contingencies.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Final bid allocation will be based upon actual participation at districts. As soon as half of the preliminary rounds of your tournament have completed, you should send an email detailing any changes in teams participating in the district tournament. I will release the updated numbers as soon as possible to allow any last-second changes to be accounted for. The final bid allocation will be announced when the last district has confirmed, no later than Sunday morning on the 2nd weekend.
