D6 District Tournament rules

Decision-making
All decisions related to the District Tournament will be made based on majority-voting by each school in the district that has paid appropriate AFA/NDT fees, one school one vote. Discussions of details related to the district tournament shall occur via the D6 google group and at tournaments hosted by district schools.
Hosting and Tabbing
Decisions as to which school will be hosting and which individuals will be running the tabroom for the district tournament shall be finalized by the Wake Forest college tournament of the same academic year (e.g., the 2017 details would be finalized by the 2016 Wake tournament). 
Eligible Participation
For the purpose of qualifying for the National Debate Tournament, participants will be deemed “eligible” if they are students at a school in the district which has paid its AFA/NDT dues, has submitted all necessary paperwork to be certified as “in good standing” as per NDT procedures, and have declared their intention to compete by the announced deadline. Schools can enter as many teams into the qualifying division as they so choose, with only those teams which consist of two “eligible” students (as defined above) counting as eligible to qualify for the NDT out of the district, minus any teams which have already qualified that season as First Round At Large teams. 
Qualifying for the NDT shall require both members of an eligible team to participate in at least half of all preliminary rounds. A team may compete in ‘maverick’ form (only one debater participating in the round) for no more than half the preliminary rounds, taking a Loss in any such rounds with the individual speaker points for the single participating debater ‘doubled’ in maverick rounds for the purpose of generating ‘team points’ totals consistent with two debater teams. 
Tournament logistics
The District tournament qualifying division will have six preliminary rounds, and elimination rounds for those teams that did not qualify for the NDT based on their preliminary round performance. 
Preliminary rounds will include at least one and no more than two preset rounds at the beginning. All preset rounds will be based on an equitable formula employing pre-tournament rankings of all teams (eligible or otherwise) entered in the qualifying decision. Each dues-paying school may submit pretournament rankings to the District chair no earlier than the Monday of the week of the District Tournament and no later than the Wednesday of the week of the District tournament, with all properly submitted school rankings being tallied into a comprehensive ranking used for tabbing purposes explained above. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]All other tournament logistics issues (power-matching, mutual preference judging, etc) will follow standard practices as operationally defined at tournaments hosted by district schools during that academic year, unless otherwise explicitly modified by decisions made through the district process defined above. 
Weather Exception
If inclement weather requires cancellation of the tournament, pre-tournament rankings (described above) shall be used to determine which district teams qualify for the NDT.
